Here is the eighth of the 12 “Qualities of a Christian Steward.” As we move from the sum-
mer/vacation period of the year to that of fall/school , it can be very helpful to be re-
minded of the need to be prayerful.

A Christian steward is prayerful.

Christian stewards acknowledge the greatness and goodness of God through prayer, fellow-
ship, study, worship, and reflection (Isaiah 40:28-31; Psalm 145; Jeremiah 29:11-14; John
0:25-40; Romans 12:1-21).

Then when you call upon me and come and pray to me, I will hear you. When you search
for me, you will find me; if you seek me with all your heart (Jeremiah 29:12-13).

Each tutor will be assigned to specific student(s) and all work
will be prepared, so tutors only have to come with a love for children to find a very reward-
ing experience each week. It is vital to have our volunteers for at least one semester, so
that true progress may be seen. Giving us a school year would be really great!

The stated goal of St. Paul’s tutoring ministry is to send to the school volunteers who will
give of their time in helping students improve their academic skills. On a deeper level,
though, the ministry exists to enrich the lives of children at that school through interaction
with loving, supportive adults.
